Ann Summerfelt called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  A quorum was present. 
Action Items-Ann Summerfelt:  Ray Strang volunteered to draft a letter to the Citizen Advisory Committee and to our County Commissioner, with a copy to Gene Ransom, which asks for the cost and source of funding for connecting Ellendale to the sewer.  A copy of the bulkhead contract was given to John McKim to support his preparation of a response to Mr. Snyder that addresses the final payment.
KICC and Airport Liaison/-Doug Wallace:  The Bay Bridge redecking is not scheduled to be completed until 2009.  Ruby Tuesday is appealing the permit denial.  A KI traffic study projected severe, continuous gridlock for Routes 8 and 50.  Doug asked all Board members to attend the next KICC meeting (8 pm, Feb 18 at KIVFD).  The Airport is bringing in small business jets and seaplanes.  John McKim said that the manager has been invited to the March Board meeting.
President’s Comments- John McKim-No permits were reviewed prior to the meeting.  Beth Schreiner has completed the 2008 membership billing.  A summary of pending legal cases and links to their status is presented in the agenda.
Stipulation of Minutes- The minutes from the last meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report-Beth Schreiner has worked very hard to complete the 2008 billing and work with the attorney on the collection of past-due accounts.  We have received $8000 from the collection process, at a cost of $2500.
Ray Strang moved that no more money be spent collecting overdue funds prior to 2008, except for postage.  The motion was seconded and carried (6 yea, 1 no).  We will continue to bill for all back dues.  Beth recommended that we use a live, online data handling approach.  She also indicated that she plans to retire from office.  Bay City stickers purchased from Copies Plus will be mailed with receipts.  Deposits into the playground fun will begin this month.
Boat Harbor: Ben Porter reported that sand intrusion is a major challenge.  A permit will be needed to install rip rap and move sand out of the boat ramp area and perform maintenance dredging.  A second permit will be needed to install a rip rap barrier to protect the boat ramp and a pier not to exceed 175 feet.  Mark McComas of Magnum Marine was contacted about securing permits for the project.  Rough cost estimates were circulated.   Ray Strang felt that the proposed approach was not optimal and could result in more sand deposits.  The priority is to open the boat ramp and funds are available to perform the maintenance dredging.  
Beautification:  Doug Wallace got an estimate of $677 to replace the Bay City letters that were vandalized at the entrance to the community.    He also suggested that we think about adding anchors like we used to have on the walls.  John McKim moved that we expend up to $700 to replace the letters at the entrance.  The motion was seconded and tabled.  John Gott should file a police report should be filed that documents the damage.
