Bay City Annexation—Living Water Church has proposed gifting BCPOA with a lot in return for annexing 4 lots into Bay City.  Possible uses for the lot include developing a pool or pavilion.  Discussion focused on the need to clarify who would be responsible for expenses such as upgrading Stafford Drive and legal fees incurred with the property transfer.
Broadcreek Renovation--Ben Porter will contact Mel Fones to ascertain whether progress has been made on seeking state funding for renovation.
