Meeting Minutes for June 10, 2010

Ben Porter called the meeting to order at 7:37 p.m.  No quorum was present.
Front Entrance—Preliminary sketches of the planned renovation will be presented at the July 9 meeting.
Treasurer’s Report—Charlotte Poe said that the 2009 tax returns are being prepared and will be filed in September.  The IRS is seeking additionally documentation of expenses taken in 2007.  Charlotte and Ben will retrieve the requested cancelled checks and bank statements from storage.  As of April 30, 288 members had not paid 2010 dues.  The second billing will be done at the end of June.  Charlotte and a CPA consultant are reviewing our accounts to determine whether we have losses (e.g., $3000 lost dues from foreclosures) that can be written off.  In response to a question about the mechanism used to seek judgments for collection of past dues, Ben indicated that a lien can be placed on the property after a judgment has been obtained.  Approximately $65000 in dues is outstanding (2010 and prior years).  .
Boat Ramp—Few complaints have been received about using the channel.
Election—Due to problems getting our ballots from the printer in a timely way, Lee Markley and Sherry Valenti postponed the election until July 8.
Bay City Annexation—Living Water Church has discussed gifting BCPOA with a lot in return for annexing 4 lots into Bay City.  Possible uses for the lot include developing a pool or pavilion.  A proposal will be circulated to the Board for discussion, including a focus on the ramifications and costs associated with accepting the property.
New Business—Terry Riddle asked for a letter to be sent to her indicating that the BCPOA Board did not authorize anyone to drive ATV’s in her yard.
