Meeting Minutes for October 2, 2008

John McKim called the meeting to order at 7:30 p.m.  No quorum was present. 
President’s Report-John McKim:  No permits were requested prior to the meeting.  Playground equipment has been ordered and installation has been contracted.   A decision has not been released by the judge who heard the unpermitted Irene Way dwelling construction case on July 9th.  BCPOA’s appeal requesting bylaw-authorized reimbursement of legal fees was heard by the MD Court of Special appeals on September 4.  No further action has occurred with regards to the court-order tree restoration at 634 Bayside Drive.
Neighborhood Watch-John McKim reported that Mary Ralston has been in contact with the sheriff.  Mary installed a new sign at the Park.  
Stipulation of Minutes- The minutes from the last meeting were approved.
Treasurer’s Report-Beth Schreiner said that the transition to the online accounting program is in progress.  All Board members will be able to see the database, but only three people will be able to make changes.  A restitution payment was received.
Playground-John McKim said that payment was sent for the playground equipment and we are now waiting for delivery.  We have a signed installation contract.  Ray Strang will give Ben Porter and Chris Criswell copies of the layout.

Beautification-Vince Arillo and Dave Poust will mount the Bay City letters at the entrance onto azec and will hang them with a star tip so that it will be difficult for vandals to rearrange them.  Thanks to the family who weeded the front entrance again.  Mary-Helen Risler discussed controlling the weeds under the park fence with weed killer and pointed out that several of the fence posts need to be straightened.  Beth Schreiner will ask the grass cutter if he can right and stabilize the posts.
Boat Ramp- Plants need to be planted at the bay side of the rocks.  Ben Porter asked Mark McComas if he would consider doing it.  Students from the high school are willing to plant the plants.  Ben will ask Mark how much it would cost to move the sand back.  The boat ramp gate will be locked in approximately two weeks.  John McKim will post a sign to notify residents that the gate will be locked and to indicate how keys may be obtained.  Paid-up members will be able to trade old boat ramp keys for new keys or obtain one for $3.00.  Beth Schreiner will send a database to John McKim, Ann Summerfelt, and Mel Fones, who will distribute the keys.

Permits-Ray Strang learned that a Bayside Drive resident received a county building permit even though the plans are not in compliance with BCPOA requirements for construction.  The property owner was aware that the plans did not meet BCPOA standards when the BCPOA permit application was submitted and said that a variance would be applied for later.  The county issued the permit even though the property owner had not received a BCPOA permit. John McKim will write a letter to the county that states that as of this date, no variance request has been received and no BCPOA permit has been granted.  Additionally, John will send a copy of the letter, via registered mail, to the property owner.  Discussion followed as to how a county permit could be issued in the absence of a BCPOA permit.  It was pointed out that when the Board has an issued with a permit request, the county must be contacted by the Board within 30 days.
The meeting was adjourned at 8:30 pm.
