Meeting Minutes for Sept 9, 2009
Attendance:  Vince Arillo, Chris Criswell, Tony Freitag, Dave Leathery, Jennifer Jones, Charlotte Poe, Ben Porter, David Poust, Mary-Helen Risler, Beth Schreiner, Ray Strang, Ann Summerfelt, Sherry Valenti, Doug Wallace
Ben Porter called the meeting to order at 7:31 p.m.  A quorum was present.
Stafford Development—Ben Porter said that Living Water Church would like to donate some land to BCPOA (off of Stafford and backs onto lots on Chesapeake Dr.), which could be used to develop a pool, pavilion, or whatever the community decides upon.  The Church, in turn, seeks to sell 3-4 lots and tie into our sewer connection.  Tony Freitag will help plan several options.  Ray Strang pointed out that Stafford will likely need improvement and recommended that any offer contain the proviso that BCPOA can obtain a permit for what we want to do with the property.  Ray Strang offered to donate planning work for a BCPOA project at this location.  Doug Wallace suggested that a pool not be connected to BCPOA.   Vince Arillo asked about liability issues if a pool were to be constructed.  Ray suggested that it be set up as a separate entity.  Ray Strang moved that BCPOA not enter into any agreement with Living Water Church without majority approval of the board.  The motion was seconded and passed unanimously.
Boat Ramp—Mel Fones did not attend so there was no Broad Creek update.

Security—The QA sheriff’s camera is at the playground for evaluation.  If we opt to purchase a comparable unit, the cost would be $3000, with a $55/month connection fee.  Jen Jones expressed concern about instances of a man taking pictures of children at the boat ramp and at the park & recommended that we be on the lookout for similar occurrences.

Permit Applications—An application for a limited fence permit was received...
Stipulation of Minutes—The minutes were approved as read.

Treasurer’s Report—Charlotte Poe will draft a collection letter to try to collect the estimated $59000 back dues owed BCPOA.  She will address specifically the question of collecting back dues from banks associated with foreclosures.  Ben Porter will investigate how to proceed with continuing restitution payments from Mary Schoene.

Entrance—Chris Chriswell said that he will arrange a meeting with the State/County and Board to discuss their plans for the intersection of Bay City Rd and Route 8.  Sherry Valenti volunteered to remove the remaining letters from the sign.  A motion was made to remove the letters, which was seconded and passed unanimously.

Playground—Dave Poust will replace the broken baby swing.  Vince Arillo will look into what to do with the broken wooden bench.  Ben will replace the lights.
New Business—

1.  Vineyards development--Doug Wallace expressed concerns about the proposed Vineyards development north of the Airport.  He asked 1) Where they will get their water; 2)Who will pay for the sewer and will they get a cut-rate connection; and 3) Who will pay for improving the roads.  Doug pointed out that any money made on the land has to go back to the airport, which means that the County will not receive any of it.  Doug was also concerned with the runoff from the parking lot and also asked whether we need more commercial property.  Tony Freitag said that he proposed a pedestrian bridge across Rte 50 that would truly be a gateway to the Eastern Shore, but his proposal was not heard at the presentation.  Concern was expressed about the process the Commissioners used to select the Vineyards project over the 5 competing proposals.

2.  The application for the limited fence permit was discussed in a closed session of the Board.
